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National Policy Dialogue on Disaster Risk Reduction

A National Policy Dialogue on disaster risk reduction is scheduled to take place on Monday, 15
November 2010, in the Holiday Inn Hotel - Skopje, starting at 09:00 hrs.

This event is organized in the frames of the Regional Programme on Disaster Risk Reduction in
South East Europe, which is being implemented in six countries of South Eastern Europe and
Turkey. This EU funded programme is a joint initiative of the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP) and the World Meteorological Organization (WMO).

This dialogue is taking place at an important time, when current and projected effects of climate
change show that the frequency and severity of disasters, caused by the impact of natural hazards
such as floods, droughts, forest fires and heath waves - is likely to further increase. It is therefore
urgent to invest in disaster risk reduction policies. These investments are the best Governments can
make to protect their most vulnerable populations and avoid huge economic losses in the future.
Coordination and cooperation between entities such as disaster management agencies, hydro
meteorological services, civil protection efforts, fire brigades, and health and education sectors at
local, national and regional level is of key importance. It can save time and money for recovering
damages from natural disaster and has proven to have intensive social, environmental and
economic benefits that can ensure sustainable development.

The tool around which the dialogue will center is the draft National Report on Disaster Risk
Reduction. It was produced by a team of national experts, in line with the EU platform for Disaster
Risk Reduction. It highlights the main achievements, advantages and drawbacks of the current
policy and existing instruments for disaster risk reduction in the country. It also offers a set of
conclusions and recommendations for the key actors, their involvement in disaster risk reduction,
early warning and capacity building.
